Although you have freedom of expression, you also have a
duty to behave responsibly and to respect other people’s rights. An authority may
be allowed to restrict your freedom of expression if, for example, you express

views that encourage racial or religious hatred.

Ancient Chinese thinking is dialectic in nature. It is an  “organic humanism”, in
which the Chinese regard man and nature as one under heaven. What dominates the
mentality of common Chinese people is the idea of harmony between man and nature,
the communication between man and nature. This idea is embedded in Confucianism,
Taoism and Buddhism.

The core of Laozi ’s philosophy is “Tao”, which is the law of the universe and
the cause of all changes in the universe. The Confucianists argue that the essence of
the nature exists in human mind. Man in the ethical sense echoes the nature, the
source of ethics. They advocate “Troubled, improve yourself; valued, improve the
world”, that is, one should live in poverty and seek comfort in poverty, which also
implies the idea of “obeying nature.”

The Buddhists advocate a returning to nature through practice of meditation.

Four Chinese Folk Love Stories
Apart from the classical literature works that are recorded in historical records, there
are many folk myths and legends in classical literary treasure of China, among which,
“The Cowherd and the Weaver Girl” , “Meng Jiangnv” , “Liang Shanbo and Zhu
Yingtai” ( “Butterfly Lovers” ) and “The Legend of the White Snake” are known

as Chinese Four Folk Love Stories. All these four legendary love stories reflected the
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people’ s recognition of sincere love from certain respect.

“The Cowherd and the Weaver Girl” is a love story between Zhinv (the weaver
girl, symbolizing the star Vega (21 % &) and Niulang (the cowherd, symbolizing the
star Altair (4fEf /2 )). Their love was not allowed, thus they were banished (Ji{i%) to
opposite sides of the heavenly river (symbolizing the Milky Way). Once a year, on the
7th day of the 7th lunar month, a flock of magpies (= #%) would form a bridge to
reunite the lovers for one day. Therefore, this day is called Double Seventh Night,
Magpie Festival, or Qigiao Festival, and it has been called the Chinese Valentine’ s
Day in recent years.

“Meng Jiangnv” is a folk tale about Meng Jiangnv weeping over the Great Wall.
Legend has it that in the period of Qin Shi Huang when the labor duties were heavy, a
young man named Fan Xiliang was forced to leave his wife Meng Jiangnv three days
just after the wedding, and to build the died soon because of hunger, cold and fatigue,
and his body was buried under the Great Wall. Meng Jiangnv carried with warm
clothes for her husband, overcame difficulties and travelled thousands of miles to look
for her husband. When she came to the Great Wall, she only found the tragic news of
her husband’ s death. She wept over the Great Wall for three days and three nights,
and the wall cracked and exposed Fan Xiliang” s corpse. Meng Jiangnv threw herself
into the sea in despair.

“Liang Shanbo and Zhu Yingtai” is a Chinese legend of a tragic love story of a
pair of lovers, Liang Shanbo and Zhu Yingtai. It is the most influential oral story in
China, and is the only Chinese folk story that has far-reaching impacts in the world.
The story has been passed on in China for more than one thousand years. Since
ancient times, countless people have been influenced by the tragic love between Liang
Shanbo and Zhu Yingtai. It is often regarded as the Chinese equivalent of Romeo and
Juliet.

“The Legend of the White Snake”  centers around a snake spirit named Bai
Suzhen and her mortal lover Xu Xian. Their relationship is opposed by Fahai, a
Buddhist monk, who tries to separate the two by imprisoning Xu Xian, and then
suppressing Bai Suzhen under Leifeng Pagoda at the bank of West Lake. The lovers
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continually fight to be together. And decades later, the pagoda collapses. Bai Suzhen
is set free and finally reunites with her family, while Fahai flees. It expresses people’ s
yearning and admiration for freedom of love, as well as their resent towards the
unreasonable boundaries to feudal (3} % []) forces.

Qian Xuesen: Five Years’ Journey to Return to Homeland

In a 1950s era building in Beijing, it’s the time of day for the two old people to
read the newspapers together. They live quietly, seldom talking to each other these
days. But little more than half a century ago, they led a life full of peril. Their
experiences would make a fine detective story or even a science fiction novel.

One day in June, 1950 in Washington, Under Secretary of Navy Dan Kimball
received a visit that disturbed him greatly. His visitor was a Chinese scientist named
Qian Xuesen. And as soon as Qian left his office, Kimball called the Justice
Department, “we can’t let Qian Xuesen go,” he said, “He knows too much. I’d
rather shoot him dead than let him leave America. Wherever he goes, he equals five
army divisions.”

What was it about Qian Xuesen that made the American government so nervous?
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How could he be worth five army divisions? Qian Xuesen, the man who once made
the American government so nervous, is 96 years old now and rarely appears in the
media, but his name is still remembered for the contribution he made to China’s
aerospace development.

On August 29, 1950, Qian Xuesen, who’d been working on rocket research in
America, bought a steamer ticket home to China. But the very next day he was
detained by the FBI, the Federal Bureau of Investigation. The Los Angeles customs
held a press conference, at which they claimed to have found nearly 800 kilograms of
classified sketches, notes and pictures in Qian’s luggage. They said that Qian was a
red secret agent. So the FBI had taken the decision to detain him.

As one of the four members of America’s leading rocket research team, Qian
knew a great deal about US defense policy. This was the reason the Americans were
reluctant to let him go.

The California Institute of Technology where Qian Xuesen worked deranged his
fifteen-thousand-dollar bail. But even after his release, his movements were restricted
and he was interrogated several times. When he was asked which government he was
loyal to, Qian is reported to have stated unequivocably, “I’m Chinese of course. I'm
loyal to the Chinese people, to a government that is good for the Chinese people, and
against any that harms them.”

On August 1st, 1955, the fifth round of the Sino-American ambassadorial level
talks was held in Geneva. China and the United States finally reached agreement on
the repatriation of each other’s citizens. The very next day Qian Xuesen was informed
that the restrictions on him had been lifted.
